Thank you for your interest in running for elective office with the Student Government Association (SGA) at Community College of Philadelphia.  Your interest in and desire to serve the student body, the institution, and the larger community are to be commended.

Attached, you will find the Election Nominating Form and Statement of Intent to run in this year’s election.  You will be required, by SGA Constitution regulations, to supply a number of affirmations of your status as a Community College of Philadelphia student.  Please follow these guidelines carefully.

It is important to understand not only the responsibilities of any elected office within SGA, but it is also important to understand the privileges of service.  An important incentive to running for elected office is the compensation package that comes with each office (President, 1st Vice President, and 2nd Vice President).  For each elected officer, there is a stipend amount.  To clarify:

Stipend is defined as a set dollar amount ( subjected to tax) to be paid to an individual for services rendered.  Elected officers will qualify for this benefit after each semester (fall and spring).

The following incentive packages were approved for the 2012-2013 academic year for elected officers of SGA: 

a. President:  stipend in the amount of $2000.00 each semester.

b. Vice Presidents: stipend in the amount of $1,500.00 each semester.

Congratulations on deciding to become involved in the Student Government Association of the Community College of Philadelphia.  Whether you win or lose the upcoming election, it is impressive that you chose to get involved and to serve your fellow students.

It may go without saying, but we expect the campaigns will be positive in style and content.  Nothing is to be gained from negative comments about the past or your competition.  Focus on the future and how you intend to make a contribution.  Whoever wins will be representing ALL Community College of Philadelphia students.  This election provides an opportunity to raise awareness and make changes in people’s attitudes and behaviors.  Given that, please pay particular attention to the elimination of sexist and racist language.  We seek diversity and sensitivity for all, so plan carefully what you intend to present.

The Candidates’ Public Forum and tapping your platform speak.  The public forum is held in the Pavilion Building Cafeteria and based on the candidates schedule on February 27th and February 28th. Additionally, each candidate has the opportunity to video their platform speech.  The speech will then be shown on a regular basis on televisions in the lobby of the Winnet and Pavilion buildings on main campus and at each regional center prior to the election.  Each candidate is responsible to make an appointment with Joe McFadden from Multi- Media Services.  Call (215) 751-8463 for your appointment.  Appointments will be accepted February 26 – March 1, 2013. 
Campaigning – Campaigning may begin AFTER the Nomination Form and Statement of Intent has been validated and cleared by the Student Leadership and Involvement Center.  Notification will be received after 5 p.m. by Tuesday, February 26th via e-mail.  

Each candidate may have 100 black and white flyers printed at the Duplicating Center. The flyer must be submitted to Student Leadership and Involvement Center, Coordinator for processing.   Each candidate may also have 20 17 ½ x 11 posters approved by the Student Leadership and Involvement Center.  Each Candidate is allowed to spend up to $ 75.00 on his or her campaign.  With the evidence of receipts no more than $75.00 will be reimbursed.  Flyers may be posted only in designated areas and must be approved by the Elections Committee (Please refer to the enclosed College Policies and Procedures Memorandum No. 159 on the College’s home page on your MyCCP) 

In the interest of time, if the Committee is not available, the approval by the Chair, the Coordinator – Student Leadership and Involvement Center, will serve as the approver of posted materials.  Candidates are certainly encouraged to campaign and to urge their fellow students to vote.  

The Election – 

PLEASE NOTE : - Elections will be on-line THROUGH MyCCP.

The elections will take place on-line over two days, 12:00 a.m. Tuesday, March 26th through 11:59 p.m. Wednesday, March 27t. Students MUST be currently enrolled in order to vote. 

All students currently enrolled in credit-bearing courses are eligible to vote including the candidate who is running for office.  

Candidates must not interfere with the voting process.  Therefore, during the two days of voting, NO candidate is allowed to post neither campaign materials nor physically campaign around any bank of public College computers, computer labs or any place where on-line applications are done on campus.  Posting and campaigning must be done at least 50 feet or more from these areas at the Main Campus and the Regional Centers.     

In order to campaign at a table in the Pavilion, candidates must reserve a table.  All reservations request must go to Coordinator Student Leadership and Involvement.  At no time shall the candidate be allowed to obstruct the entrance.  Security protocol will prevail.  

No candidate will be allowed to directly campaign using college controlled e-mail list serves, message groups or any other electronic means controlled or managed by the College. Candidates may not directly email or use any other online communication to the general student body.  

If you wish to contest the elections, it must be done in writing within 24 hours from the elections results. Complaints regarding the elections process or infractions must be done in writing.  No verbal complaints will be considered. Candidates are only allowed ONE written warning regarding infractions during the elections period.  The very next infraction will result in the disqualification of the candidate from the elections.   

Food may not be used as incentive in the campaigning for office.  Items like small candy, water, chips, and the like may be used.  Clubs/Organizations including SGA/PTK/Vanguard MAY endorse any candidate. Formal procedures must be followed for these organizations to endorse.  The item must be placed on the formal agenda.  The executive board must take a formal vote and it must be formally recorded in the minutes.  The vote must be unanimous.  Any dissention shows a split amongst the board and does not represent the sentiment of the entire executive body.        

If ever any of these items are breached, the Elections Committee has the right to automatically disqualify the candidate(s). 

The voting records from MyCCP will be verified by representatives from the Elections committee on Thursday, March 28th. The official results will be announced no later than Friday, March 23, 2012, if no candidate contest.

BRIEF JOB DESCRIPTIONS FOR THE THREE POSITIONS

(For complete rights and responsibilities, see SGA Constitution in Student Handbook )

The President of the Student Government Association is elected by the student body to be the chief executive officer and administrative head of SGA.  As some of this leader’s duties, the President

a.
represents the student body at all official College functions at which student 
representation is invited;

b.
holds regular meetings of the SGA Assembly and Executive  Committee, and chairs 
these meetings;


c.
represents the CCP Student Government Association at intercollegiate, civic, and other 
meetings outside the College, and appoints other SGA representatives for such meetings;

d.
works with the Vice-President and the SGA Assembly to choose students for 
appointed offices --- such as the Office of Treasurer, Recording Secretary, and 
delegates to College Standing Committees;

e.
works with the Faculty Advisor to arrange leadership training for the executive officers 
and the student delegates to College committees.

The First and Second Vice-Presidents work as a team to back up the SGA’s President.  For example, these Vice-Presidents:

a.
if requested by the President, chair SGA meetings, represent SGA at official 
functions, or represent SGA at intercollegiate, civic, or other outside meetings;

b.
handle all SGA public relations tasks, as delegated by the President;

c.
work with the President to recruit, interview, and select all appointive officers, in 
consultation with the SGA Assembly;

d. 
consult regularly with the Faculty Advisor and participate in leadership training 
opportunities made available by the College.

Ordinarily, there is no distinction in the importance of the two Vice-Presidents, except that in the absence of the President, the First Vice-President would be first in line to step in as substitute.

You may be interested in serving in an appointed position with the SGA, such as Recording Secretary, Corresponding Secretary, Treasurer, or Delegate to one of the College’s policy-making committees.  If so, please contact SGA, the SGA Faculty Advisor, one of the candidates for SGA elective office, or the Office of Student  Life.
